« To prevent damage to the mains cord, do not let it pass over sharp corners, edges or hot surfaces.

The supply cord cannot be replaced. If the
cord is damaged the appliance should be
scrapped.

Do not overfill the kettle, since this may eject hot water.

/\ CAUTION

Ensure that the appliance is switched off before removing it from its stand.

LOCATION OF CONTROLS

A — Water Level Indicator Window

The window uses measurement points to ensure
that the kettle isn’t filled below the ‘MIN’ or above
the ‘MAX’ marks. Use the cup markings for each cup
you wish to fill. Each cup is 200ml.

B — Hinged Lid
Open the lid to pour water into the kettle. Do not
pour water directly into the spout.

C — On/Off Switch

Toggling the switch to ‘On’ will operate the heating
element. The switch will automatically toggle back to
‘Off’ when the water has boiled.

D - Spout
Once boiling has completed, pour the water into a
suitable mug carefully via the spout.

E — Handle

The plastic handle provides grip and support when
pouring boiling water. Do not hold the handle while
the kettle is boiling.

F — 360° Heating Base

Connect the base to a suitable 220-240v~50Hz
mains supply via the 3 pin plug. The kettle will not
boil unless the kettle is sat on the base correctly.
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OPERATION

/\ CAUTION

Before first use, boil the kettle twice and discard the water to remove any dirt left over from production.

POSITION the kettle
base on a FLAT STABLE
surface.

Do Not position the kettle/kettle
base near hot surfaces or open
flames.

CLOSE the lid, ENSURING
that it clicks securely into
place.

2 INSERT the plug of the
mains cord into a wall
socket, TAKING CARE that the
mains cord cannot be accidently
caught by passers by.

POSITION the Kettle onto
the Base, ENSURING that
it SLOTS SECURELY into place.
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LIFT the lid of the kettle by

pulling on the catch and
fill with water up to the ‘MAX
level shown on the water level
indicator window.

This will cause boiling water to be ejected from the spout.

Note: Each cup mark is based on typical mug size of 200ml capacity.

SAFETY CUT-OFF

This kettle is equipped with a safety cut-off device, to protect the appliance from inappropriate use. Should
the appliance be accidentally operated without water, or if all the water has evaporated, the safety cut-off
device will automatically switch off the heating element. If this occurs, unplug the kettle and allow it to cool

down for ten minutes before re-filling with cold water.
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SIMPLE WATER GAUGE

The left and right handed water gauge is designed to show simple individual cup measurements making it
easy to select the number of drinks you want to make. Each marking is based on an average 1 mug/cup
(200ml) capacity with the ability to make just a single cup.

/\ WARNING
Do not go below the MIN 1 Cup mark or above the 4 Cup MAX mark to avoid damage to the kettle or water
ejecting from the kettle.

ECO-FRIENDLY, ONLY BOIL WHAT YOU NEED

Help reduce your Carbon Footprint by only boiling the amount of water needed to make the number of brews
required.

It saves you time and electrical energy. You can enjoy the perfect brew in a matter of seconds.
This high performance, low noise kettle allows you to boil a single cup in less than 40 seconds, saving
energy compared with the typical 1ltr of water that most people measure when only making one cup.

**66% energy saving is calculated from the difference between 1 litre boil time of 120 seconds and 250ml boil time of 40 seconds, saving 80
seconds boiling time or 66% energy saving.

FULLY RECYCLABLE

We have removed all plastic packaging that is normally used to protect the product and substituted with fully
recyclable paper packaging, which is fully recyclable.
This helps protect the environment and our oceans.
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CLEANING AND CARE

MAINTENANCE
This appliance has been designed to operate over a long period of time with a minimum of maintenance.
Continuous satisfactory operation depends upon proper care and regular cleaning.

/\ WARNING
Before performing any maintenance or cleaning of this appliance, disconnect the appliance from the
electrical supply.

CLEANING

The exterior surface of the appliance should be cleaned with a clean damp cloth only.

CLEANING THE REMOVABLE FILTER

REMOVE the filter from RINSE the filter under RE-INSERT the filter back
behind the spout by WARM WATER to into the slot behind the
UNCLIPPING itand pullingitout. ~ remove any deposits. DRY  spout, ENSURING that it clicks

Do Not use abrasive cleaners on any part of this appliance.

STORAGE
Do not store the product in temperatures above or below 5°C to 23°C ambient temperature. Failure to
comply could cause damage to the product.
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TROUBLESHOOTING

HARD WATER AREAS
In Hard Water areas. a build up of calcium deposits may become visible around the element. This sometimes
causes a distaste in the water.

To help keep the kettle in pristine condition, it is recommended to clean the inside of the kettle with a solution
of 10% White Vinegar and Water. Boil several times, before rinsing twice with fresh water to remove the
calcium build up and the vinegar This procedure should be done at first signs of calcium deposits.

BAD TASTING WATER
Occasionally the local water authority adds too much Chlorine to our domestic water. Chlorine is used to kill
any bacteria in the water. However, too much Chlorine can sometimes have a
chemical reaction to plastic and rubber. The reaction is not harmful but can often create a bad smell or taste.
This is also noticed in Washing Machines and Dish Washers. It is not a fault of the Kettle and can usually be
removed by one of the following:

BOIL the kettle 4 or 5 times BOIL the kettle 2 or 3 BOIL the kettle 3 or 4 times,
with a solution of 10% times with an added 1 table with a squeeze of fresh
White Vinegar and Water. FILL  spoon of Bicarbonate of Soda. Lemon Juice. FILL to MAX mark.
to MAX mark. FILL to MAX mark. TURN OFF
IMMEDIATELY if it begins to
froth.

Always throw away the boiled water after each exercise.
Always boil fresh water twice after any of the recommendations above.

In very bad water area’s, it is recommended to filter the water before placing inside the kettle.

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FITTING A NEW UK PLUG

(E) EARTH

(N) NEUTRAL

(L) LIVE

Your appliance operates on 220-240V~50Hz AC Mains and comes fitted with a 3-pin BSI Approved plug,
so that it is ready for use for the UK or Eire market. If for any reason you need to fit a new plug, the flexible
mains lead must be connected as shown below: -

IMPORTANT:
The wires in the mains lead are coloured in accordance with the following code:
BLUE: NEUTRAL (N)
BROWN: LIVE (L)
GREEN AND YELLOW: EARTH (E)

As the colours of the wires in the mains lead of this appliance may not correspond with the coloured markings
identifying the terminals in your plug, proceed as follows:

The BLUE wire must be connected to the terminal which is marked with the letter “N” or coloured BLACK.
The BROWN wire must be connected to the terminal which is marked with the letter “L” or coloured RED.
The GREEN AND YELLOW wire must be connected to the terminal which is marked with the letter “E”, the
symbol & or coloured GREEN.

DO NOT CONNECT EITHER WIRE ‘L’ OR ‘N’ TO THE EARTH TERMINAL OF A 3-PIN PLUG
Always ensure that the Mains Cord is located into the Plug through the Cord Guard or Cable Clamp, and that
the Cord Guard screws are tightened to clamp the Cord (outer sheath and inner coloured wires) in position

in the Plug. Make sure the Plug top is also fitted securely.

The supply cord cannot be replaced. If the supply cord is damaged, the appliance should be scrapped.

This appliance must be protected by a 13 Amp fuse in a 13 Amp type (BS1363) plug.
Should you need to replace the fuse, use only an ASTA approved BS1362 fuse.
